Liskeard Meeting for Business, 9th of October 2011

After a pleasant shared lunch members and attenders settled to meeting for business with William acting as clerk. 

Firstly, we discussed the state of our finances as outlined in the report in the September issue of the Fountain. Essentially, we are doing satisfactorily although our income does not match our expenditure. There is a small short-fall each year that we meet from our savings.  Like everyone else our income from savings has been hit hard by the banking fiasco. We received only £6:00 in interest this year. The collection we make each week at meeting does not even cover the cost of the room but some members make gifts and schedules to meeting that help to defray the running costs.  Meeting asked to make members aware that they can make contributions to meeting if they wish by schedule or via CAF or one-off cheques payable to LISKEARD LOCAL MEETING.
At present all the running costs of meeting are made from our Barclays current account and saving of all contributions to our Triodos account. Once the Barclays account has been emptied it will be closed. At present there is enough money in it to pay the bills till the end of the year. We have £9000 on deposit with Triodos and about £2700 in our Triodos current account.

A brief report was given on Halbathic burial ground, as reported in the September Fountain. It was confirmed to meeting that we bear the running costs of Halbathic, three cuts a year and any remedial work required.

Meeting then went through the List of Members and Attenders asking as to the status of each person recorded. 

Claire Totman gave a brief report on the Fountain and was thanked by meeting for the effort she put into making the publication such a useful means of keeping our dispersed members in touch with meeting. The distribution list is much larger than the List of Members as several people who do not appear on the list expressed a desire to keep informed of our doings. This forms an important part of our outreach.

Our charity-giving was discussed. It was agreed that we should continue to collect on a bimonthly cycle. October-September will be for SightSavers and December-January for St Petroc’s, the Cornish homeless charity.

Meeting discussed our efforts at outreach in Southeast Cornwall and it was agreed that a copy of Quaker Faith and Practice should be placed in our local libraries. Our entry in the Cornish Times was also re-confirmed.

Lastly, The Leaveners, a Quaker theatrical group, base in Bristol, are touring meetings to rekindle the spirit with their performances at £5:00 per person.. It was agreed that we would not invite them for the moment.
