Treasurer’s Report

To prime you all in time for Meeting for Business in October I thought I had better appraise you of the state of our finances.

We have £9000 on deposit with the Triodos Bank. A few years ago this would bring us in several hundred pounds interest. Last year it brought in less than £6:00. As we all know this is the same for all bank deposits, but at least Triodos lends to small and start-up businesses and community projects, so our money is helping people rather than buying arms or paying some CEO his bonus (or both) if we invested the money with most high-street banks.

I am still in the process of running down our Barclays account and building up our current account with the Triodos. I pay all our bills from the Barclays account and save all our contributions to the T.B. At present we have £320 left in Barclays (which is enough to pay our way till the end of the year) and £2720 in the T.B. Incidentally, if anyone would like to donate some money to Meeting, please make cheques payable to: ‘Liskeard Local Meeting’, that is how we are known to the Triodos Bank. I think they must have any number of Quaker meetings on their books and find it hard to cope with cheques marked for ‘Society of Friends’ etc.

On income vs. expenditure, for some years there has been a small shortfall in income over expenditure. It is not great and we can sustain our current meeting for many years to come. BUT the fact remains that to break even we have to collect on average £18.00 per week in the pot-for-meeting. That £18.00 only covers the rent of the Long Room and cutting Halbathic. We normally give money to AM and occasionally to other bodies but that all comes from our reserves.

There is nothing to be alarmed about yet and we are not alone in the income vs. expenditure shortfall, the whole world is in that predicament, but at least, like China and the Gulf States, we do have reserves to fall back on. Is that the way we should continue?

Halbathic Burial Ground

Halbathic is cut for us twice a year by local builder, Richard Dawe. Over the past two or three years he has bought it back from its previously wasteland state to a respectable meadow. I have asked Richard, when he makes the second cut of the year, if he would inspect the state of the boundary wall for us.  Simon Humphries and I checked the wall over perhaps 5 years ago when we ‘mowed the meadow’ so I felt it was time it had a professional eye look at it again. There are a few headstones that have come off the walls and Richard has suggested that new iron brackets could be made and the stones re-hung if required.

I have also asked Steve, our groundsman from school, if he would carry out a visual inspection of the trees on the site; it has been several years since they were last looked at. Steve, a qualified tree surgeon, will carry out the inspection and report back in due course.
